
The Myrtle Beach City Council has passed an ordinance 
calling for the use of face masks in public areas, which will 
go into EFFECT AT 11:59 P.M. ON THURSDAY, JULY 2ND.  

The rule makes FACE MASKS MANDATORY 
for customers in all commercial spaces, such as grocery stores, 
pharmacies, hotel lobbies, restaurants, retail stores and bars.

The ordinance also requires employees in all commercial spaces to 
wear a face mask at all times when they are in the same place as 
the public or near another employee.
